Celebrant	 The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Mark.
People	 Glory to you, Lord Christ.

The Lesson: Mark 11:1-11a
When they were approaching Jerusalem, at Bethphage and Bethany, near the 
Mount of Olives, Jesus sent two of his disciples and said to them, “Go into the 
village ahead of you, and immediately as you enter it, you will find tied there a 
colt that has never been ridden; untie it and bring it. If anyone says to you, ‘Why 
are you doing this?’ just say this, ‘The Lord needs it and will send it back here 
immediately.’” They went away and found a colt tied near a door, outside in the 
street. As they were untying it, some of the bystanders said to them, “What 
are you doing, untying the colt?” They told them what Jesus had said; and they 
allowed them to take it. Then they brought the colt to Jesus and threw their 
cloaks on it; and he sat on it. Many people spread their cloaks on the road, and 
others spread leafy branches that they had cut in the fields. Then those who went 
ahead and those who followed were shouting,

“Hosanna! Blessed is the one who comes in the name of the Lord! Blessed is the 
coming kingdom of our ancestor David! Hosanna in the highest heaven!”

Then he entered Jerusalem and went into the temple; and when he had looked 
around at everything, as it was already late, he went out to Bethany with the 
twelve.

	 Let these branches be for us signs of his victory, and grant that we 
who bear them in his name may ever hail him as our King, and 
follow him in the way that leads to eternal life; who lives and reigns 
in glory with you and the Holy Spirit, now and for ever. Amen.

Please come forward and stand or kneel at the rail. The priest will place the bread in your 
outstretched palm (Consecrated rice wafers are available for those with wheat allergies - simply ask the 
priest).  You may dip (intinct) the bread in the wine in the small cup held by the Eucharistic minister. 
Alternatively, you may indicate your desire to drink from the common chalice by consuming the bread 
and remaining at the rail after the Eucharistic minister passes; another Eucharistic minister will 
bring the large chalice over for you to drink from directly. Please know that Christ is fully present in 
both the bread and the wine - there is no requirement to receive both. If you do not wish to receive 
communion, you may come forward, cross your hands over your chest, and receive a blessing.
