This list is much longer than the number of
names heard during the Prayers of the People on Sun-
days. And, speaking of that, the opportunity remains
open for those who would like to write those prayers for
our use. A group of three or four could meet to discuss
what to include, and then follow the creative energy of
the Holy Spirit to develop this important aspect of our
weekly worship.

I hope you're not tired yet. There is so much more already
happening or in the planning stages. St. Andrew’s is pre-
paring to welcome its next Rector, who will likely stand
in the entryway, see all the activity, and try to keep up.
That person will want to know you and your engagement
with ministry in this place and the surrounding com-
munity. So, as it is with all these named ministries and
those yet to mention, invite that person and anyone else
to do what Jesus told those who asked what he was up to.
“Come and see.”

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Planning for the Future: A Foundation of Faithfulness

As I enter into the last months of my time at St.
Andrew’s, I want to take a look at some desires
expressed in the Parish Profile that aspiring applicants
to be your next Rector will read. In particular, I want to
bring your attention to a couple of ideas that continue to
need some work.

One, as you might guess, is “We want our church to
operate on a strong financial footing, with engage-
ment from all congregants on stewardship.” This issue
came up at the Annual Meeting in January, and arises
at each month’s Finance Committee. We continue to
trim around the edges of the difficult question: Is St.
Andrew’s trying to live too far beyond its means?

Of course, the answer to that is somewhere between
“maybe” and “absolutely” The resolution is found in one
of two ways. Offerings, both pledged and open plate
need to increase. The other, which is just as difficult, is
that cuts are made to many places in the budget in order
to decrease expenditures.

That last one will result in painful decisions that mean
further decreases in staffing, where possible, and cuts

to existing programs where necessary. There will not be
agreement on the definition of “necessary,” whether it be
deciding which programs are necessary and should not
be diminished, or if it means eliminating some aspects
of parish life that may be seen as a luxury to some.

When I gave my report at the annual meeting, some
said that they wished I had said what I did a few months
before during the stewardship campaign. But I didn’t
have the information in October that I had in Janu-

ary. And data since then shows me that unless the first
option described above (increased giving) happens
soon, the second option will become our only choice.

Every congregation I have served in any capacity has

at one time or another faced this same situation. Few,
perhaps none, of them were able to accomplish what

St. Andrew’s has in its recent past in order to keep its
building in shape and to build one of the finest musical
instruments available to any congregation in the coun-
try. Corners could have been cut then, too, with patches
on the roof and in the old organ, meaning that the work
would be needed again soon, and at a higher cost.

St. Andrew’s is one of the larger congregations in The
Episcopal Church. In past years, a parish this size would
have had two or three full-time Priests, maybe a couple
of non-stipendary Deacons, as well as some retired or

non-parochial clergy who would assist from time-to-
time. Economic realities, along with a drastic reduc-
tion in available clergy, make this virtually impossible
to achieve now. To do this now would mean a large
increase in our annual budget for salaries, benefits,
and staffing needs, and a commitment to maintain that
increase over a period of at least three to five years.

This year, we have reduced staffing hours by about one
full-time equivalent position. The change in salaries
and benefits helps reduce some of the pressure on our
finances, but will not completely resolve the issue.

Okay, I know this is long. But it’s information I think
you need to make a better-informed decision. It’s also
not just about this year’s budget. It’s about another part
of the vision for the parish that came out of last fall’s
CAT survey. That is, the continuation of Church School
activities for children and youth, along with the The-
ater Ministry and Adult Education. That last part needs
some work, too.

Episcopalians haven't spent a lot of time with adult edu-
cation. The old idea has pretty much been “everything I
need to know about church I learned in Confirmation
Class, when I attended it” It's probably a good thing that
St. Peter isn't keeping track of Continuing Education
credits. The potential for growth in this area is equal to
the desire and commitment to participate in it. A weekly
Bible Study with a handful of participants is just the
beginning, not the end to show we’re doing something.

As you consider all of this, add one more thing from our
Baptismal Vows as expressed in the Parish Profile. How
do we “seek and serve Christ in all people?” Think about
what we choose now and how it serves the legacy left

to us over the past two centuries at St. Andrew’s. Think
of how the choices of today help us serve the Christ in
others who comes to us hungry or thirsty in so many
ways, and consider how we answer that may help them
choose a life-giving answer instead of the many forms of
junk food available in so many other ways.

Then, think about the next century ahead of us. The
choices we make today add to a foundation of faith-
fulness that those who will gather here will continue
to build a witness to the living Christ in Ann Arbor.
Your choice now may make that vision possible, even
probable.

Acolytes Wanted

Do you think you or a member of your family might be
interested in participating in the worship services at
St. Andrew’s as an acolyte?

Acolytes generally serve about once a month by
lighting the candles, carrying crosses and torches in
processions, and assisting the celebrant with the prepa-
ration of communion.

Our acolytes range in age from late grade school
through adult. The only requirements are interest level,
sufficient height to be able to easily light the taller can-
dles, and enough strength to comfortably carry a cross
or torch. At the 8:00 am service, we generally have one
acolyte; at 10:00 am we usually have three or four. We
are organized into two separate groups since the duties
differ between the two services.

Acolytes serve on a rotational basis and are sched-
uled in advance according to each person’s availability
for the next month. Changes to the schedule can easily
be made as needed.

Voices from the Pulpit

Harriet Starr Cannon
and the Community

of St. Mary (From 05.05.23)
One of the saddest verses in the Bible is Matthew 10:36:
“One’s foes will be those who are in one’s own house-
hold” That is what happened to Harriet Starr Cannon.

Cannon was born on May 7, 1823 and died on March

29, 1896. In 1857, she became a full member of one of
the first orders of deacons, founded by William Augustus
Mubhlenberg. For seven years she worked as a nurse in his
parish and at what we now call St. Luke’s Hospital in New
York City. But she wanted a deeper and more intentional
spiritual basis for her work. So, on February 2, 1865,
together with Jane Haught, Sandra Bridge, Mary Heartt
and Amelia Aster, she formed the first Episcopal reli-
gious order, the Community of St. Mary. They took the
usual vows before Bishop Horatio Parker at St. Michael’s
Church in New York.

However, this occurred during a time of widespread and
vicious anti-Catholic prejudice. One religious editorial said:
“Such an order is an avowedly anti-Protestant corruption
within the Protestant Episcopal Church. It is an outrage.
We are endeavoring to lift this nefarious burden from the
shoulders of an outraged community.” Despite this, the
new community continued their work as nurses, caring for
women with limited means and little support. The Com-
munity still exists and now has chapters in many states.

Mark 9: 33-37 (our Gospel reading) says: “Whoever
receives one of these little ones in my name receives me;
and whoever receives me, receives not only me but the
one who sent me”” The essential characteristic of a child is
vulnerability. But vulnerability can also be found among
LGBTQ teens, disowned by parents, faith communities or
society; by the homeless, seen on street corners, living in
fear and poverty on the edges; by old people forgotten in
nursing homes. Let us care for these “little ones” as Jesus
commanded. In the same way, Hebrews 13: 12-16 (our
Epistle reading) says: “let us go to him [Jesus], outside the
camp, and bear his humiliation” Often, the “little ones”
we are called to seek out and serve are those who have
been also shut “outside the camp” and humiliated”

Psalm 131:3 (our Psalm reading) reminds us that we, too, are
called to be “like a child upon her mother’s breast”” If we are
the “little ones” of God, then let us seek and serve the other
“little ones” in our midst: the lost, the lonely and the forgot-
ten who have all too often been shut “outside the camp.” %
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Narnia Success and Summer Plans

On the weekend of May 20 and

21 we staged our Supper Theater
presentation of Narnia. This delight-
ful and meaningful play was last
presented in 2012. We were finally
able to return to the supper theater
format for the spring musical play.
Supper Theater began in 1993 with
Charlotte’s Web, the only non-mu-
sical play in the series. COVID
interrupted our presentation of Peter
Pan in 2020 and again in 2021, so
we need another year to get to 30
spring musicals. When we presented
the play in 2022 we were not able to
include the supper before the show,
which has always been a fundraiser
for youth. Our return to supper

theater was a wonderful indicator
of some sort of “normality”in our
parish life.

We again sold tickets to the show
using the On The Stage platform. It
may seem odd to use such a ticket
selling venue for our “little” produc-
tions, but this is increasingly becom-
ing the norm in live entertainment.
There are many advantages to selling
tickets online, including not needing
to have a lot of money lying around
before and during the show. It also
enables a much higher level of gen-
erosity than the cash-at-the-door
ticket sales. We are a very generous
church family, and sometimes we
just a need a tiny push to tap into
that generosity.
